Manuel Ponce (1882-1948) and ‘Concierto del Sur’

Manuel Maria Ponce was born in Zacatecas, Mexico, on 8 December, 1882. He first studied with his sister, and then with Cipriano Avila. He later would become an organist before studying in
Mexico City, moving then to Bologna and Berlin, where he studied piano with Martin Krause. He returned to Mexico City in 1907 and became a professor of piano at the Conservatorio National.

In 1925 he returned to Europe, studying with Paul Dukas in Paris. His fame increased in Europe during his stay there, and he cemented a lifelong friendship with Andres Segovia at that
time. Ultimately he returned to Mexico in 1933 and continued teaching and composing. By the time of his death on 24 April 1948, he had accumulated a sizeable oeuvre, including many
compositions for guitar that stand at the forefront of Latin American music for the instrument.

Ponce's eminence among Mexican musicians of the 20th century cannot be overstated.It was he who coalesced a national style of music in that country. Though his early work was largely
romantic in form and style, his frequent use of traditional Mexican musical elements, as well as his experimentation with and frequent utilization of impressionist, neoclassical, and-later in
his career-atonal styles, helped to form a unique departure from Spanish convention in guitar composition.

Such stylistic uniqueness makes itself plainly clear in the Concierto del Sur. It was on 4 October 1941 that the work premiered in Montevideo, with Segovia as soloist. This concerto remains
one of the undisputed masterworks for guitar and orchestra, and is arguably the greatest guitar concerto to emerge from Latin America. Though composed in a standard three-movement
form, its unconventional melodic style and distinctly Latin American feel predominate, integrating a near-perfect balance guitar and orchestra.
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He comes from Tokushima prefecture. He graduated from Keio University, majoring in Western History. He’s got a master’s degree from Temple University
in English education. He started the guitar when he was an elementary school student. He got the gold prize at the 24th Japan Guitar Competition in the
“moins jeune” category in 1997. He held the solo guitar recital at the Baroque Saal in 1999. In 2009, he got the Grade 8 (the highest grade) at the exams of
ABRSM (Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music). He is 2 member of Ongaku Mitakai (Alumni Association of musicians from Keio University).
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He graduated from Soai University, majoring in violin performance of the Instrumental Music Department of Music Faculty. After graduation, he was given
the position as a visiting concert master of Kyoto Philharmonic Chamber Orchestra. After that, he got a lot of experience in Germany, and performed in a
lot of music festivals and concerts in Europe. He conducted concertos at the 12th Beten Music Competition Laureate Concert. He is now conductor of Seai
Orchestra, and of Nishiomiya Junior Orchestra.
